Greetings fellow researcher:



In my video presentation (#14 - Bonding Your Public Servants), I recommended that you attach IRS "Form W-8BEN" to your Indemnity Bond before sending it to the Treasury.  I stand by that process because the completed form serves notice to the Secretary of the Treasury of the correct status of the issuer of the bond, i.e., it is issued by a man, and it counters any presumption that the issuer might be considered to be a fictional entity/strawman.



Here, I am proposing an alternative process for you to consider:



Because you don't want to put a staple through your bond, and since the W-8BEN can become separated from the bond (either accidentally or intentionally), I decided to change the wording of the last paragraph of the Indemnity Bond in order to accomplish the same thing as attaching the W-8BEN; that is, to state that the Indemnity Bond was issued by a man, not a fictional entity/strawman.  Remember, only a man has the authority to issue a bond or create money.



You can either (1) attach the W-8BEN to your Indemnity Bond with a paper clip (which is perfectly fine), or (2) you can change the wording on the last paragraph and signature line of your Indemnity Bond (as shown below) in order to correctly notice the Treasury of the correct status of the issuer.  Either method is fine, so use the process you are most comfortable with.

FYI, (1) in my example above, the contract number is the same as the bond number; (2) the W-8BEN only goes with the original bond, not with the copy you are sending to your Public Servant; and (3) even though you may bond many of your Public Servants on a single bond today (Sheriff, Commissioners, Constables, Police Chief, Courts, Judges, etc.), you only need to send those Public Servants a copy of your bond when you have, or anticipate, a problem with them; that is, bond them today, but wait to notice them at that point in time when a problem arises, except for the Sheriff and a few others who you will want to notice today).  If you have been damaged by one of your Public Servant's after you have bonded them, then you can make a bonded claim against them.  I will prepare a presentation on claims shortly.

Additionally, as most of you already know, the wording for the Indemnity Bond comes from Sam Kennedy.  One of my coaching students noted a typo that everyone has missed so far.  The word "identifying" should be "indemnifying" (shown corrected in the highlighted portion below).


NOW, THEREFORE, the undersigned Creditors being of sound mind and honorable intentions, for the purposes of protecting secured interests, reserving rights of recourse, remedy and subrogation, and maintaining the honor of the above-named Account Holders and Accounts, do hereby necessarily issue this Private Discharging and Indemnity Bond to wit.  In our rightful Sui Juris status, the Creditors do hereby knowingly and with full disclosure hold, bind and obligate ourselves jointly and severally by this instrument as voluntary sureties for all of the above-noted Account Holders and Accounts, each severally, including, without limitation, Social Security Account No. 456-80-4286, for any amount up to and including Three Hundred Million United States Dollars, i.e., $300,000,000.00, insuring, underwriting, indemnifying and discharging the said Account Holders and Accounts against any and all pre-existing, current and future losses, costs, debts taxes, encumbrances, deficits, deficiencies, liens, judgments, True Bills, obligations of contract or performance, defaults, charges, and any and all other obligations as may exist or come to exist during the term of this Bond (jointly and severally “Liabilities”), thereby honorably discharging and vacating dollar for dollar all such obligations until the sum or the term of this Bond is exhausted.  The Fiduciary shall have thirty (30) days from presentment to dishonor the Bond by returning it to the Principal by certified mail at the location below-noted.  Failure to return will stipulate acceptance and honor.
