It occurs to me after meeting with some very gifted people this weekend and also the insistence of John Allen (thank you, John, for that) that the fine in the Copyright contained within the files section is not enough to garner the attention of government much less the IRS to engage the enforcement of securing the file(s).  

The fine ceiling is now at $5,000,000.00 per occurrence.  This lets the jailers, et al, out of having to receive 1099OIDs personally to dissolve a case but would then be engaged more readily.  If you have already filed your copyright under the previous fine ceilings, this is not an issue.  You can file the new copyright with the new ceiling under a new CR (also considered a case number per YOU as judge and court).  Please remember to sign this instrument in RED INK.  There is a good reason for this and if the notary balks, remind him or her that they would be practicing private law then and this is not their predisposed position for performance.

Also, this notice is in performed in tandem with a POWER OF ATTORNEY for those ascribing to have loved ones/prisoners released.  Where the signor would be the prisoner and currently reads as:

<true-name>, Secured Party, All Rights Reserved, 

this would then be modified and read as:

<true-name>, Secured Party, 

By: <filer-name> Attorney-in-fact,

All Rights Reserved

You will need to modify the formatting accordingly so that all of the above would be to the right 15 USC flag such as you would sign a check or money order because this is simply a promissory note waiting to engage constituting payment.
