Ms. Patriot Guidelines for Copyright into a current court case:
Fill out the copyright template.  There will be no need for any social security number to attach to any UCC statement as the state has already provided this service for you in the court case that the state has attached to you.  Insure the case lettering when inserting your all caps name and your true name.  If you are undecided about what names to enter, the best source for what the state currently uses is your credit report.  
Sign the document in RED INK and no other.  An area for a thumbprint has been added and this thumbprint can be entered in any colored ink but I prefer blue to monetize this document if necessary.  
After you have your template modified to your circumstances, print out three copies and notarize all three using red ink for your signature and also placing your thumbprint on the document.  Print out 2 copies of the ClerkReceipt. Doc.  
Take your three copies of your copyright to the clerk of the court along with your clerk receipt.  Have the clerk sign the clerk receipt for you and either make a copy for the court or have her fill out your second copy for you but you need to have one copy for your records.  Then hand your three copies to the clerk and ask her to file/stamp these and to keep one to enter into the court record.  He, or she, will give you  2 stamped copies for your records.  You should keep these master copies in safe places where you can create certified copies from these at any time.
Then take one of these two STAMPED copyrights and get three COLOR copies.  These copies are what you will use to post to bulletin boards in your area.  The preference is to post just one copy on the bulletin board at the courthouse steps but now the fraud of the system is engaging in locking up the bulletin board in glass and ‘approving’ only ‘valid’ postings.  You can fight it and threaten to file criminal charges against them with:

The minute you receive any document, it is recorded according to the following case site. 

Biffle v. Morton Rubber Indus., Inc., 785 S.W.2d 143, 144 (Tex.1990). 
“An instrument is deemed in law filed at the time it is delivered to the clerk, regardless of whether the instrument is filemarked.” 

Should you refuse to record My documents, once deposited with you, you are committing a crime under Title 18 USC § 2071 and it is punishable by fines and imprisonment. If your attorney told you not to file any documents like mine, you are still responsible, as I do not accept any third party interveners. Any attorney, district attorney, or anyone from the lawyering craft are all third parties and do not have a license to make a legal determination in this matter as they do not represent Me and you, the county clerk, and do not have the authority to represent Me.

Title 18 USC – Crimes and Criminal Procedure
Part I – Crimes
Chapter 101 – Records and Reports
Section 2071 – Concealment, removal, or mutilation generally
(a)	Whoever willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, or destroys, or attempts to do so, or, with intent to do so takes and carries away any record, proceeding, map, book, paper, document, or other thing, filed or deposited with any clerk or officer of any court of the United States, or in any public office, or with any judicial or public officer of the United States, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both.
(b)	Whoever, having the custody of any such record, proceeding, map, book, document, paper, or other thing, willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, falsifies, or destroys the same, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both; and shall forfeit his office and be disqualified from holding any office under the United States. As used in this subsection, the term ''office'' does not include the office held by any person as a retired officer of the Armed Forces of the United States.

Title LXX.---CRIMES.--- CH. 4. CRIMES AGAINST JUSTICE
SEC. 5403. (Destroying, &c., public records.)
Every person who willfully destroys or attempts to destroy, or, with intent to steal or destroy, takes and carries away any record, paper, or proceeding of a court of justice, filed or deposited with any clerk or officer of such court, or any paper, or document, or record filed or deposited in any public office, or with any judicial or public officer, shall, without reference to the value of the record, paper, document, or proceeding so taken, pay a fine of not more than two thousand dollars, or suffer imprisonment, at hard labor, not more than three years, or both: [See § § 5408, 5411, 5412.1]
SEC. 5407.  (Conspiracy to defeat enforcement of the laws.)
If two or more persons in any State or Territory conspire for the purpose of impeding, hindering, obstructing, or defeating, in any manner, the due course of justice in any State or Territory, with intent to deny to any citizen the equal protection of the laws, or to injure him or his property for lawfully enforcing, or attempting to enforce, the right of any person, or class of persons, to the equal protection of the laws, each of such persons shall be punished by a fine of not less than five hundred nor more than five thousand dollars, or by imprisonment, with or without hard labor, not less than six months nor more than six years, or by both such fine and imprisonment. See § § 1977-1991, 20042010, 5506-5510.1
SEC. 5408. (Destroying record by officer in charge.)
Every officer, having the custody of any record, document, paper, or proceeding specified in section fifty-four hundred and three, who fraudulently takes away, or withdraws, or destroys any such record, document, paper, or proceeding filed in his office or deposited with him or in his custody, shall pay a fine of not more than two thousand dollars, or suffer imprisonment at hard labor not more than three years, or both-, and shall, moreover, forfeit his office and be forever afterward disqualified from holding any office under the Government of the United States.



Other options include:
· Record an Affidavit and Declaration or other Notice with the copyright behind it.  Be sure to remove the extra white space at the top of the copyright.
· Go to an adjoining small county and record there.  
· Post your copyright in your county on the County Recorder’s Bulletin Board, at the Public library.
· Publish in a general circulation newspaper for four weeks, once a week.

After you have found your way to post your copyright depending on where and for no less than 2 weeks, you will then enter an AFFIDAVIT OF POSTING into the court record.  Where you post your copyright, make sure that you get the name and address of the location for the AFFIDAVIT OF POSTING.   
Take your AFFIDAVIT OF POSTING and print three copies.  Print out 2 copies of the ClerkRecieptPosting.doc.  Take these three copies to the notary and have these notarized.  Sign in RED INK.   Now take all to the court and have the clerk sign the ClerkReceiptPosting.Doc where you receive one for your records.   Have the clerk file/stamp all three of the AFFIDAVIT OF POSTING and make sure that one is entered into the court record by giving it to the clerk.  I include copies of my affidavit of posting with my copyright in my packages to send to the various ‘actors’.
You are now copyrighted.  Take your one of your two copyright originals and print however many COLOR copies of these that you will need but please make sure that you send a copy to your local sheriff, the FBI, the Department of Transportation if you are not at issue with not having a driver’s license, your local police, and any creditors that are engaging in court commerce with you and also HUD (Housing and Urban Development - local).  If you have served prison time, then send to your state department of corrections, the bureau of prisons, the warden of the prison but do not send to the Department of Transportation (DOT) if you want to maintain a driver’s license.  The idea is to clean the record behind the driver’s license and not the license itself then.   The alternative to that is to send it, but first get your International driver’s license from Triple AAA and then send it to the DOT.
