You must “own” (internalize) the knowledge and be able to effectively use and apply it to be truly successful.

Files in the Packet

In addition to this file, there are three important documents/files in the Redemption process. The first two characters of the file name indicate the step number, 1R through 3R. You will open the files in their name order (using the first 2 characters of the file name) and follow the instructions in that file.  Each file contains the instructions and documents required for that step.  Steps one and two (files 1R and 2R) involve the redemption process.  Step three (file 3R) is where you can use bills of exchange (BOE) to discharge your debt. You must not undertake the third step until you have completed steps 1 and 2.

The packet contains the following files:

· R0-ReadMeFirst.doc – This file.

· R1-CopyrightName.doc – This file contains the process to copyrighting your straw man name using a common law copyright.

· R2-Redemption.doc – This file contains two processes. The first process creates a Security Agreement and other documents and then filing a UCC-1. The second process establishes a UCC Contract Account with the Secretary of the Treasury.

· R3-IssueBOE.doc – This file contains the information necessary to issue a Bill of Exchange (BOE) to discharge debts. At this point, we are very cautious about using BOEs so be sure to read the cautionary statements in the 3R file.

· fi-1040es-2003.pdf – A support file used with file 2R.

· ss-5.pdf – A support file that you may need with file 2R.

No Support

One of the tools you may utilize in order to compare two documents and see what changes have been made since the prior edition is the “File Compare” function available in MS Word.  Below are basic instructions.

Step One:
Open the most current MS document you wish to compare utilizing the “File, Open Function”
Step Two:
A dialog box will be displayed. Navigate to the Drive and Directory that this file is in and highlight the file name.  Then double click on that file name.
Step Three:
Once the file is open, click on the “Tools” menu at the top of your screen.

- Click on the “Track Changes” function

- Click on “Highlight Changes”

- Place a “check mark” in both “Highlight Changes” boxes. Close the dialog box.
Step Four:
Click the “Tools” menu again

- Click on Track Changes, but this time click to Compare Changes.

- A dialog box will be displayed. Navigate to the Drive and Directory that the “compare” (older) document is in, then highlight the file name and double click on the older document.
Step Five:
At this point you will be viewing a file that has the older file information marked out (lined through) and the most current file information highlighted as the changed information.
Step Six:
Make sure that you do a “file-save-as” a new name, if you want to save this file; otherwise, it will save the file as name of the most current file.

Warning:  If you save the new file by using the steps above, the lines and comparisons will be saved as well.  You may wish to download and save a current copy of the new file that does not have the editing marks as you may not be able to get rid of the editing marks.
Ongoing Research

We feel that it is important for you to know that much of the information in the information packet is still a matter of ongoing research. The goal of the authors is to share the processes that we have found to be effective. So, we update the material in this packet any time that new information is discovered. Some “creditors” may write-off the debt and then sell it to a debt collector.
