The Copyright

The power of the Copyright Notice is the common law:  unwritten, ancient, and immutable.  The Copyright Notice forms the basis of your ability to enforce ownership rights over all property associated with, and registered in the TRADE NAME of your straw man.  For this reason, it is vital that you formally establish your claim of right of ownership of property under the common law on the public record.  Ideally, you would file your Copyright Notice at the county clerk/recorder's office; but, this office, like all government offices, has been set up not for the purpose of enhancing the quality of life for the little guy, but for functioning as an integral cog in Big Brother's property- and wealth-confiscation machinery.  The common law is alive and well and underlies all intercourse amongst all Americans, and all law forms as well, including the Uniform Commercial Code, but the criminal brilliance of the Chosen Masters in the legal, commercial and financial arenas has completely obliterated people's awareness of it. 

The common-law copyright of the name has been constructed so as to align perfectly with the agreed-upon tenets of the UCC, thereby augmenting your common-law right to require and obtain just compensation for the unauthorized use of your private property.  The thoroughness of the Copyright Notice in spelling out the minute details of the terms of doing business with you demonstrates sincerity and "full disclosure" on your part - because the intention is to follow through exactly as stated in the Copyright Notice and do what you say you will do if someone chooses to do business with you.  

All names constitute property; nothing more, nothing less.  Our public school system has not taught us well.  We have been schooled to identify with the name and to believe that we are our own name.  A name is a useful communication tool for getting someone's attention, but response is voluntary (and this is what sovereignty is all about).  When Big Brother's operatives ask you for your name, they are asking you to turn over your private property, they are asking for you to voluntarily surrender control of your private property so they can use the name you give them to create an account and lodge a charge in it - the private property that you voluntarily give them. If they do not get a name, guess what?  There is no account and there is no charge.  On the other side of the coin, when someone takes your property without authorization (i.e., without you voluntarily giving it to them) and uses it for financial gain, you have an innate right (the nature of common law) to charge them for it.  The UCC is expressly designed by attorneys to facilitate this undertaking (you just weren't supposed to find out about it).  All you need is the perpetrator's name (and address) and the UCC to enforce your common-law property rights.  

However, keep in mind not to threaten to use the power of your copyright unless you plan to follow through.  Empty threats are just that:  empty.  Just like the parent who says they will punish a child if they do “that” again, and doesn’t follow through; the child will simply continue to do “that” over and over again.

Some conventions used in this document:

Throughout this file, you will see information presented in two different fonts and colors.  Instruction pages will use the Arial (san serif/without curves) font and navy blue as the color (this page uses this font and color).  The information on the instruction pages will be educational in nature and, most of the time, will contain instructions to follow or tasks to perform. 

Instructions will generally not be mixed with the document pages; but, if it is necessary to mix them, the font and text color conventions will be followed.  So, if there are instructions imbedded in a document page or highlighted text, you will need to delete the instructions and remove the highlighting before printing the final version of the document page.

Document (contacts, affidavits, etc) pages use Times Roman (serif/with curves) font and in black ink.  You will customize the document pages and then do something with them, such as mail or record them.  

Please “Print Preview” your documents before you print them.  This is especially important if you have substantial personal information you have added to a document, such as many other names.  Also, some printers will not let you print closer to the margin than .55 inches.  Feel free to adjust the margins if your printer will not accommodate the current spacing. 

The Copyright Process:

The purpose of this file is to create a set of documents to aid you in the copyright process.  This process will aid you in taking back control of your straw man by giving you ownership of the words in your name.  This process is currently broken down into a number of sub-steps.  Within this file, the beginning of each step will start with instructions and/or educational material for that sub-step.  The sub-step will be identified with large bold red text.

Copyright Trade-name/Trademark

This step creates the copyright/trademark.  These documents must be created before you move on to step 2, which is where you file a UCC-1.  The documents created in this step are the foundations for filing the UCC-1.

a. Replace tags with your data

The copyright documents contain a number of variables (called “tags”) that act as place holders for your personal data.  The table below shows a list of all of these tags.  The first column explains what the data should be, the second is the strings that will be replaced (the tag).  You will be replacing all of the tags for the entire redemption process as you follow the steps below.  The last column is a sample of what the data might look like in place of the tag.  

Before you begin your customizing work, save a copy of this file now under a different file name.  Use the “Save as” option under the “File” menu; i.e., you might insert your last name and the date when the file was created somewhere in the file name, e.g. Smith-Copyright-2003-07-21.doc.

You will use the “Replace” facility in MS Word to search for and replace each of the strings in the “Replacement String” column shown below.  The “Replace” menu item can be found under the “Edit” menu.  When you select “Replace” a dialog box will open that contains a line labeled “Find what:” where you will enter the string you want to replace.  The dialog box also contains a “Replace with:” line where you will enter the correct data. 

For example, if you want to replace the “<ssn>” tag, you would enter “<ssn>” in the “Find what:” line and type your SSN on the “Replace with:” line.  Then, you would click the “Replace All” button.  Repeat this process for each tag in the list.

To make sure that you have not missed any tags, scroll to the top of this file and perform a search operation for “<”.  The “Find” menu item is under the “Edit” menu.  If you aren’t able to locate any tags, then you have successfully replaced all tags.

Once this is done, save the file again under the new name to make sure you don’t lose all your work.

b. Customize the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract 

You will now perform some additional customization of the copyright.  The copyright found on the next page is a copyright contract between you and your straw man.  This is a private document that you are to keep as part of your private records.

Yellow highlighting indicates you must customize specific text within a document before printing.  The copyright contains yellow highlighted text which says, “insert all spelling variations of your name.”  Replace the highlighted text with all the variations of your name.

If you are a woman, you may wish to include all the variations of your maiden name and your married name.  If you have been married multiple times, you may wish to include those as well.  It may only be necessary to include your prior married names if you are concerned that they may still be in use currently.

Below is a list of the variations of a sample name, John Quincy Public, to give you an idea of what variations you should include.

Notice that the list does not include the true name, i.e. John Quincy Public.  This is because your true name can’t be trademarked.  Don’t worry about trying to get every conceivable variation that might be used because the documents say “including any and all derivations and variations in the spelling”.

It is preferable that the copyright document print out on only two pages.  You may need to adjust the “Page Format” on the “File” button to decrease the side margins to accommodate all the names you list as AKA’s.

Be aware that generations of a name, such as “Jr.” and “III”, are not really part of the straw man name unless it is listed on your birth certificate.  If that is the case, it always follows the surname.

Also note that some dates show the abbreviation “A.D”, which indicates the Roman calendar commencing with the birth of Jesus.  If you are not Christian, you may delete this reference.  If you are Jewish, you may wish to change this reference to C.E. or “Common Era’.

When you sign the documents, the straw man’s initials and signature are always on the left and are always printed in all capital letters because the straw man has no hands.  The creditor has hands and can use crusive or script; his/her initials and signature are always on the right because the creditor is always right.  Example

Self-executing Contract/Security Agreement in Event of Unauthorized Use:  By this Notice, both the juristic person and the agent thereof, hereinafter jointly and severally “User”, consent and agree that any use of <strawman>©, other than authorized use as set forth herein, constitutes unauthorized use and counterfeiting of Secured Party’s common-law copyrighted property, contractually binds User and renders this Notice a Security Agreement wherein User is Debtor and <true-name> is Secured Party, and signifies that User: 

(1) grants Secured Party a security interest in all of User’s assets, land and personal property, and all of User’s interest in assets, land and personal property, in the sum certain amount of $100,000,000.00 per each occurrence of use of the common-law copyrighted trade-name/trademark <strawman>©, as well as for each and every occurrence of use of any and all derivatives of and variations in the spelling of <strawman>©, plus costs, plus triple damages; 

(2) authenticates this Security Agreement wherein User is Debtor and <true-name> is Secured Party, and wherein User pledges all of User’s assets, land, consumer goods, farm products, inventory, equipment, money, investment property, commercial tort claims, letters of credit, letter-of-credit rights, chattel paper, instruments, deposit accounts, accounts, documents, general intangibles, and all User’s interest in all such foregoing property, now owned and hereafter acquired, now existing and hereafter arising, wherever located, as collateral for securing User’s contractual obligation in favor of Secured Party for User’s unauthorized use of Secured Party’s common-law copyrighted property; 

(3) consents and agrees with Secured Party’s filing of a UCC Financing Statement in the UCC filing office, as well as in any county recorder’s office, wherein User is a Debtor and <true-name> is Secured Party; 

(4) consents and agrees that said UCC Financing Statement described in paragraph “(3)” is a continuing financing statement, and further consents and agrees with Secured Party’s filing of any continuation statement necessary for maintaining Secured Party’s perfected security interest in all of User’s property and interest in property pledged as collateral in this Security Agreement and described in paragraph “(2)” until User’s contractual obligation theretofore incurred has been fully satisfied; 

(5) consents and agrees with Secured Party’s filing of any UCC Financing Statement, as described in paragraphs “(3)” and “(4)”, as well as the filing of any Security Agreement, as described in paragraph “(2)”, in the UCC filing office, as well as in any county recorder’s office; 

(6) consents and agrees that any and all such filings described in paragraphs “(4)” and “(5)” are not, and may not be considered, bogus and that User will not claim that any such filing is bogus; 

(7) waives all defenses; and 

(8) appoints Secured Party as Authorized Representative for User, effective upon User’s default re User’s contractual obligations in favor of Secured Party as set forth in “Payment Terms” and “Default Terms”, granting Secured Party full authorization and power for engaging in any and all actions on behalf of User including, but not limited to, authentication of a record on behalf of User as Secured Party, at Secured Party’s sole discretion, and as Secured Party deems appropriate, and User further consents and agrees that this appointment of Secured Party as Authorized Representative for User, effective upon User’s default, is irrevocable and coupled with a security interest.

User further consents and agrees with all of the following additional terms of Self-executing Contract/Security Agreement in Event of Unauthorized Use:  

Payment Terms:  In accordance with fees for unauthorized use of <strawman>© as set forth herein, User hereby consents and agrees that User shall pay Secured Party all unauthorized use fees in full within ten (10) days of the date User is sent Secured Party’s invoice, hereinafter “Invoice”, itemizing said fees.  

Default Terms:  In event of non-payment in full of all unauthorized use fees by User within ten (10) days of date Invoice is sent, User shall be deemed in default and: (a) all of User’s property and property pledged as collateral by User as set forth in paragraph “(2)” immediately becomes, i.e. is, property of Secured Party; (b) Secured Party is appointed User’s Authorized Representative as set forth in paragraph “(8)”; and (c) User consents and agrees that Secured Party may take possession of, as well as otherwise dispose of in any manner whatsoever at Secured Party’s sole discretion including, but not limited to, sale at auction, at any time following User’s default and without further notice any and all of User’s property and interest, described in paragraph “(2)” formerly pledged as collateral by User, now property of Secured Party, in respect of this “Self-executing Contract/Security Agreement in Event of Unauthorized Use”, that Secured Party, in Secured Party’s sole discretion, deems appropriate.  

Terms for Curing Default:  Upon event of default, irrespective of any and all of User’s former property and interest in property, described in paragraph “(2)”, in the possession of, as well as disposed of by, Secured Party, as authorized by “Default Terms”, User may cure User’s default only re the remainder of User’s said former property and interest, formerly pledged as collateral that is neither in the possession of nor otherwise disposed of by Secured Party within twenty (20) days of date of User’s default only by payment in full. 

Terms of Strict Foreclosure:  User’s non-payment in full of all unauthorized use fees itemized in Invoice within said twenty (20) day period for curing default as set forth in “Terms for Curing Default” authorizes Secured Party’s immediate non-judicial strict foreclosure on any and all remaining former property and interest in property, formerly pledged as collateral by User, now property of Secured Party, which is not in the possession of, nor otherwise disposed of by, Secured Party upon expiration of said twenty- (20) day default-curing period.

Ownership subject to common-law copyright and UCC Financing Statement and Security Agreement filed with the UCC filing office.  Record Owner <true-name>, Autograph Common Law Copyright © <contract-yr>.  Unauthorized use of “<true-name>” incurs same unauthorized-use fees as those associated with <strawman>©, as set forth in paragraph “(1)” under “Self-executing Contract/Security Agreement in Event of Unauthorized Use”.

c. Customize the “recordable” copyright affidavit 

The copyright found on the next page is in affidavit form and is designed to be recorded with the county recorder.

The second paragraph of the copyright document contains yellow highlighted text that says “UCC § 1-207”.  States adopted the Uniform Commercial Code and codified it into their own statutes.  States do not have UCC.  It is important you learn to find and understand the statutes in your state.  

In order to complete the copyright documents properly, because your “res” is in a state, you must look up and insert the parallel statute for your “res” state and replace it.  By comparing the language of the UCC section referenced, you can easily search your state statutes for the commercial section referencing the same law.  This can usually be done on the internet.  http://www.law.cornell.edu/uniform/ucc.html may have a link to the UCC statutes for you state.  You must list your state statutes because UCC is federal and is not utilized in the “res” state.  The UCC has been implemented in each state’s statutes.  So, for a reference to be legally valid, you must show the statute in your state.  For example, in Texas, the reference would say “Texas Business and Commerce 1.207” or, in Arizona, the reference would say Arizona Revised Statutes 47-1207.  By comparing the language as shown below, you can see they are basically identical.

UCC § 1-207. Performance or Acceptance Under Reservation of Rights. 

(1) A party who with explicit reservation of rights performs or promises performance or assents to performance in a manner demanded or offered by the other party does not thereby prejudice the rights reserved. Such words as "without prejudice", "under protest" or the like are sufficient.

(2) Subsection (1) does not apply to an accord and satisfaction.
ARS 47-1207. Performance or acceptance under reservation of rights
A. A party who with explicit reservation of rights performs or promises performance or assents to performance in a manner demanded or offered by the other party does not thereby prejudice the rights reserved. Such words as "without prejudice", "under protest" or the like are sufficient.

B. Subsection A does not apply to an accord and satisfaction. 
The third paragraph contains yellow highlighted text that says “<date you signed security copyright>”.  Replace this string with the date you executed the copyright contract in front of a notary.

The copyright contains other yellow highlighted text for you to  “insert all spellings variations of your name”.  Replace this highlighted text with all the variations of your name.  Use the same name variations that you inserted into the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract.  It is easy to “copy” and “paste” the exact variations you utilized before.

Some additional yellow highlighted text has “man/woman”.  Delete the phrase that does not apply to your gender and remove the yellow highlighting.

Counties have varying requirements as to the header, or blank space, required to record documents.  Some require a 2 inch header and others require 3 inches of white space.  Check with the county recorder’s office in the county where you plan to record the affidavit to see what their requirements are.  Whatever the requirements in that county, modify the document to accommodate what your county requires.  At present, the document is set up for a 3 inches.  If your county only requires 2 inches, you may change the header and have fewer pages to record.

Be sure to delete the yellow highlighted text.

d. Customize the copyright affidavit 

The copyright found on the next page is in affidavit form and is designed to be sent to any person or organization who may be using your copyrighted material (or you may send them a copy of your recorded copyright).  It is a document that is NOT recorded. This version serves as a formal notice to anyone who may be using your copyrighted material of the consequences of their actions.  You may wish to carry a copy of this notice in your “private placement device”.

The second paragraph contains yellow highlighted text that says “UCC § 1-207”.  Look up the parallel statute for your “res” state and replace it.  This can usually be done on the internet.  http://www.law.cornell.edu/uniform/ucc.html may have a link to the UCC statutes for you state.  You must list your state statutes because UCC is federal and is not utilized in the “res” state.  The UCC has been implemented in each state’s statutes.  So, for a reference to be legally valid, you must show the statute in your state.  For example, for Texas, the reference would say “Texas Business and Commerce 1.207”.

e. Print the copyright documents

Print out a copy/copies of each copyright document.  You will need:

· 1 original of the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract;

· 1 original of the “recordable” copyright affidavit (this is the one with the return mail address at the top of the first page);

· 2 or more originals of the copyright affidavit (this is the one that does not contain the return address at the top of the first page that is the third set).  You may want several copies of this version to give to others.  As you give these away, you will eventually run out.  You can always print more and have them notarized.
This file contains many section breaks.  Your version of MS Word may not support printing a page range when the document contains page breaks.  If this is the case, when you attempt to print a page range, the entire document will be printed.  You can avoid this problem by putting the cursor on the specific page you want to print and choosing just the “current page” from the Print” menu item in the “File” menu.

Once the documents are printed, you will sign the original documents in blue ink in front of a notary.

Creditors are always right.  Debtors are always wrong.  The living soul (your true name) is the creditor.  The straw man is a debtor.  The straw man has no hands so his “signature” is always printed in capital letters on the left side of a document, with the first letter larger than the rest, e.g. John Quincy Public.  The living soul’s true name is always in cursive (script) on the right side of a document, e.g. John Quincy Public
From this day forward, discard every black pen in your possession.  Carry your own blue ink pen.  Only sign original documents in blue ink.

Take the copies of Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract and both forms of the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT to a notary.  Execute (sign) in blue ink and date the documents in front of the notary.

On the bottom left of the last page of the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract, print the straw man’s name in all capital letters.

On the bottom right of the last page of the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract and both forms of the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT, sign using your normal signature.
Keep the Copyright Trade-name/Trademark Contract for your own private records.

At all times, keep at least one copy of the non-recordable NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT.  You can use this copy to make further copies if needed.  The other copies of this document can be mailed to those who may be using your copyrighted material without your permission.

f. Record Your Copyright Affidavit

The least expensive and quickest way to publish your copyright notice is to record the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT at your county recorder’s office (the “recordable” version which has the return address at the top of the first page).  

Be sure to take a witness with you when you go to record any document.  This is for your protection and so you have a third-party witness who can write an affidavit as to what occurred, because some counties may not want to record various documents for you.  You then must make a choice as to whether you want to pursue the County Recorder for breach of office or you can try recording a cover sheet entitled Declaration by Affidavit (see form below) followed by the Copyright Notice all stapled together.  The second potential solution is to try recording these documents in another “small” county in your state.  Getting it recorded in any county in the straw man’s “res” state is adequate.  

When you go to the county recorder’s office, take one notarized copy of the “recordable” NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT.

In most instances, when you go to the county recorder’s office to record, they will keep the original recorded document and mail the it back to you after they have completed their recording process (recorded in a ledger book, microfilmed it, etc.), which may take up to a month for you to receive back in the mail.  In some counties, you will not be able to even get a certified copy until after the county recorder has recorded the document.

It is imperative you have a recorded copy for the rest of your process, so if at all possible, obtain at least one certified copy of the recorded NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT at the time you record.  Keep the certified copy in a safe place.  You can always have additional certified copies made by a notary or order more copies from the county recorder.  You will also want to know what book and page number the document is being recorded on.  If you are obtaining a certified copy while you are there, the book and page number is already reflected in the “filing number”, so you don’t need to ask what the book and the page number are.  Most counties will not be able to tell you the book and page number until their process is complete and they will probably notify you by mail.

When you have recorded the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT, you have completed this process.

Read the “Using Your Copyright” section to understand what you can do with your copyright.

g. When they refuse to record.

The fiduciary duty of the County Recorder is to record your documents.  They are not allowed to practice law from the counter.  As long as your document meets the requirements for filing as to amount of white space at the top, bottom, left and right side of the page, the form and size of font and type of document, signature and authenticity requirements, there should be no problem. 

Script:  hand them the docs, say, 

"These are hereby recorded.  If you want me to pay, stamp them now and Ill pay.  If you refuse, I will be contacting the Attorney General and filing a complaint that you are making judicial decisions that you are not authorized to do.  If these documents are lost or later discovered not to have been properly recorded by you_______________ (get the name), I will hold you accountable and responsible, both in your public fiduciary and individual capacity.”  (now show them the statute that discusses their job of recording anything that is deposited with them.

The next page contains a document that you can print and hand to the clerk.  The document explains their legal liability for failure to record your documents.

Other options include:

· Record an Affidavit and Declaration or other Notice with the copyright behind it.  Be sure to remove the extra white space at the top of the copyright.

· Go to an adjoining small county and record there.  

· Post your copyright in your county on the County Recorder’s Bulletin Board, at the Public library.

· Publish in a general circulation newspaper for four weeks, once a week.

Whoever willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, or destroys, or attempts to do so, or, with intent to do so takes and carries away any record, proceeding, map, book, paper, document, or other thing, filed or deposited with any clerk or officer of any court of the United States, or in any public office, or with any judicial or public officer of the United States, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both.

Whoever, having the custody of any such record, proceeding, map, book, document, paper, or other thing, willfully and unlawfully conceals, removes, mutilates, obliterates, falsifies, or destroys the same, shall be fined under this title or imprisoned not more than three years, or both; and shall forfeit his office and be disqualified from holding any office under the United States. As used in this subsection, the term ''office'' does not include the office held by any person as a retired officer of the Armed Forces of the United States.

SEC. 5403. (Destroying, &c., public records.)
Every person who willfully destroys or attempts to destroy, or, with intent to steal or destroy, takes and carries away any record, paper, or proceeding of a court of justice, filed or deposited with any clerk or officer of such court, or any paper, or document, or record filed or deposited in any public office, or with any judicial or public officer, shall, without reference to the value of the record, paper, document, or proceeding so taken, pay a fine of not more than two thousand dollars, or suffer imprisonment, at hard labor, not more than three years, or both: [See § § 5408, 5411, 5412.1]
SEC. 5407.  (Conspiracy to defeat enforcement of the laws.)

h. Publish Your Copyright Notice

Many wish to both record their copyright notice and publish a notification thereof.  If you were unable to record the NOTICE BY AFFIDAVIT, you must publish a notice of the copyright in a general circulation newspaper once a week for four weeks and you will delete the County Recorder office document number section of the advertisement shown below; but before you can do this, you will complete Step 2 of the process, create your UCC-1 and file it.  Once you have filed your UCC-1 in your birth state or your residence state, you should have a UCC-1 filing number and date it was filed.  You will use this filing number to run an ad in the “Notices” section of a newspaper in your state of residence (even if the UCC-1 was in your birth state).  Shop around for the best rate to run the announcement.

Ensure the ad copy contains the UCC-1 filing number and filing date (see the tags for these fields with in the <> symbols).  Here is a sample of the ad copy that you can run.  If you did these steps out of order, you may insert the word “pending” wher ethe UCC-1 filing number should appear.

The last sentence of this ad referring to phoning for an appointment is optional.

You will want extra copies of the affidavit of publishing (sworn statement that the copyright notice was published).  They will usually provide one free. 

Use the Certified Copies form on the next page to have a local notary certify additional copies of the Affidavit of Publishing or any other document.  To do this, take an original copy of the affidavit and a copy with the words “Certified Copy” in red somewhere on the copy to your notary.  Use the form to get them to attest that the copy is identical to the original.  It is best to stagger the pages the notary is certifying so they overlap each other on the right-hand side and have the notary place the notary stamp so that part of the stamp is on the first page and part on the successive pages.

Once you receive the Affidavit of Publishing, keep the originals for your records.

i. Use Your Copyright

When your copyright notice has been published (either by recording the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT or newspaper notice in the newspaper), you own the straw man name.  No one should use the straw man name for commercial purposes without your specific written permission.  Since all commerce is conducted via the straw man name, this gives you a tremendous advantage.  Here are some of the ways that the straw man name can be used that you may want to stop or prevent:

· Traffic tickets are always written in the straw man name.

· Law suits are prosecuted in the name of the straw man.

· Criminal charges and warrants are issued in the name of the straw man.

· Debt collectors’ notices are sent in the name of the straw man.

· The credit report is stored in the name of the straw man.

All of these are commercial processes because they all involve “money”.

j. Invoice for breach of your copyright

If someone uses your straw man name without your permission, you can send a letter and a copy of the NOTICE BY DECLARATION and AFFIDAVIT to notify them of the violation and warn them that further unauthorized use of your copyrighted material without your permission will cause them to incur a fee of $500,000 per use.  If they persist in using the name, you can invoice them for each use.

HOWEVER, DO NOT send such a letter or invoice unless you fully intend and are prepared to prosecute/collect on the invoice.  To send a breach notice without your specific intent to prosecute (go to court), and the knowledge of how to do so, is just an empty threat and would demonstrate that you don’t fully know what you are doing.  This could spur them on to further commercial abuse.

k. Collect on the Invoice for breach of your copyright

We are currently in the process of researching the techniques to collect for infringement on the copyrighted material.  More information will be added as this process is perfected.
