 MEMORANDUM OF LIS PENDENS

Know ye by these presents, that Maurecio Antonio Carpeli, plaintiff in the above-styled proceeding, hereby gives notice of Lis Pendens, by this Memorandum filed in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court of the City of Newport News, Virginia, on this the        day of June 2008, which sets forth as follows:      
There is now pending in the Circuit Court of the City of Newport News, Virginia, a certain proceeding, the style of which is Maurecio Antonio Carpeli v. Jon M. Ahern and COMMONWEALTH ASSET SERVICES, INC., Case number: CL0801000F-15, the purpose of the suit is to stop the unlawful foreclosure actions of Mr. Jon M. Ahern and the alleged Substitute Trustee, Commonwealth Asset Services, Inc.; which is a non-existent corporation unlawfully conducting business within the Commonwealth of Virginia.

The property in controversy being more precisely described by prior colorable deed reference as: 
“It being that same certain lot, piece or parcel of land situate, lying and being in the City of Newport News, Virginia, previously described as containing 4.89+/- acres as shown on that certain plat of survey entitled, “Plat showing Property of Knollwood Corp., Parcel – A, 4.89 Ac.,” prepared by the City of Newport News, Department of Engineering, dated January 10, 1991, which plat is attached to that certain Deed from the City of Newport News, a Municipal Corporation, to H.W. Roberson Company, Inc. dated January 11, 1991 and recorded January 22, 1991 in the Clerk’s Office of the Circuit Court for the City of Newport News, Virginia, in Deed Book 1242, page 328. It being the same property conveyed to H.W. Roberson Company, Incorporated, (a/k/a: H.W. Roberson Company, Inc.), a Virginia corporation) by deed from the City of Newport News, a Municipal Corporation, dated January 11, 1991 and recorded January 22, 1991 in the Clerk’s Office aforesaid in Deed Book 1242, page 328; which property is part of the property first conveyed to Knollwood Corporation by deed from Alan A. Diamonstein, Trustee, dated May 1, 1973 and recorded in the aforesaid Clerk’s Office in Deed Book 826, page 27 on May 3, 1973; the property so conveyed contained 46.43 acres+/-, being designated as Parcels “A” (5.00 Ac.+/-), “B-1” (9.43 Ac.+/-) and “B-2” (32.00 Ac.+/); all of said 46.43 Ac.+/- were acquired by the City of Newport News by Order entered pursuant to Sec. 33.1-129, Code of Va.(1950) as amended, on January 23, 1991 and recorded in Deed Book 1242, page 762. Governor and Capt. Generll of Virginia, under the great Charter issued by Soveraigne Lord James, by the Grace of God, King, October 23 Anno Domini 1643 Col: Virga, and thereinafter confirmed as amended in Land Grant Book 4, Page 298, by Authority of Edward Diggs, esqr., Govr. & Capt. Generell of Virginia, with the Consent of the Councell of State, March 30th Anno Domini 1657 and not the whole thereof, including hereditaments, tenements, pre-emption rights appurtenant thereto, and updated as a lapse patent in the name of: Maurecio Antonio Carpeli, in accordance to his lawful acquisition of title to the fractional lands thereof and by declaration of the lapse patent under authority of the original Land Patent and related compacts, promises, treaties, agreements, contracts, covenants, pacts, declarations and constitutions thereafter affirmed. Said original Land Patent being the same authentically recorded and spread upon the Books of the quarter Court and the Treasurer Councell for the first Southerne Colony of Virginia, which document is now held in earnest and trust by the Archives and Information Services Division of the Library of Virginia.
